International cooperation is an integral part of the activity of Bryansk State University (BSU), an important tool in ensuring the quality of education and its compliance with international standards, and the development of international cooperation - the strategic goal of the university.
BSU maintains strong ties with foreign universities in Europe. One of the priorities is to cooperate with the universities of CIS member states.
Key international activities of BSU are: establishing partnerships with foreign universities and organizations, organization and participation in international research projects, as well as consulting support of students and professors in the preparation of documents for study abroad.
At present 31 agreements with foreign universities and research institutes are concluded, including 10 - with universities of the Far Abroad.   
One of the most important activities of the university is a cooperation with educational institutions in Poland. Every year the University receives several delegations from this couontry. The group of students from the sister city of Bryansk Konin led by the President of the city C. Palash visited BSU. The President was awarded with the diploma of Honorary Professor of the Bryansk State University. The negotiations with a member of the delegation, the Chancellor of “The State School Of Higher Professional Education In Konin” Z. Dembowski were held. The chancellor confirmed the readiness to develop the cooperation with BSU in the region of student exchange. Moreover, the agreement has a practical implementation.
Within the bounds of the cooperation agreement with the University named Marie Curie - Sklodowska (UMSK), Lublin (Poland), each year the students of specialty "Regional Studies", of the Department of History and International Relations, undergo a six-month training in Poland, and the Faculty of Philology of our University admits students of University of Lublin, specialty "Slavic philology."
According to the specified collaboration agreement between the Natural geography faculty of BSU and the Department of Geosciences and Biology of UMSK joint research projects  are organized overall. Every the group of Polish students – ethnolinguists arrives to BSU for undergoing a study course, and geographers and biologists of our University go to Poland. So in July 2011, a group of students and teachers of the natural-geographical faculty, specialties "Geography" and "Biology", underwent successfully a practice with elements of scientific training in the Polish and Slovakian Tatras (Tatra National Park) near the town of Zakopane.
Since 2009, the training of students of the 5th year of natural-geographical faculty is realized on the basis of the University of Cambridge (United Kingdom).
Teaching and introductory practices abroad (as part of the learning process) undergo the students of the Department of History and International Relations, specialties "Regional Studies", "History", "Theology," students of the language and literature department, specialty "Journalism", students of the natural geographical faculty, of the faculty of foreign languages​​, of the social pedagogical and the financial and economic departments. In total, each year more than 70 students travel abroad for practical training. 
Teaching of the Polish language in the Department of Regional Studies is carried out by experts, assigned by the Ministry of Science and Higher Education of Poland. In 2011, Mrs. Magdalena Michalek was replaced by the candidate of arts Peter Pyzel.
In March 2010, on the basis of the Department of History and International Relations of Bryansk State University "Center of Polish Language and Culture" was established. The event was attended by the " guests of honour " from Poland: the official delegation of the administration of Konin consisting of: the Head of Department for Cooperation with Foreign Countries - M. Schubert, chairman of the society "Poland - East" - Zdzislaw Yatsalika, deputy chief  of Treasury of Konin - Kazimesha Lebeda, Gerard Gabriel Chai (entrepreneur). In addition, the opening was attended by: the deputy of Ambassador of the Embassy of Poland in Moscow, counselor-minister -  Piotr Marciniak; the chief of Consular Section, counselor-minister - Michal Grechilo.
From February to May 2011 a course of lectures was read in the Department of International Relations of BSU by the Fulbright Scholar, Professor of Political Science at Colgate (New-York,  USA) Daniel Jacob Epstein.
The University is an active member of the Association of Universities of the border regions of Russia and Belarus. The participation of professors of the University in international conferences, particularly in Belarus and Ukraine, became permanent. 

The representatives of BSU repeatedly won in competitions of joint grants held by RGNF and RFFI in cooperation with the respective funds of  Ukraine and Belarus.
From 2006 to 2011 on the basis of our university 49 international scientific conferences in various areas, ecology, biology, pedagogy, history, philology, and philosophy, were held. 

At present the university continues to develop and intensify relations with foreign partners to improve the educational and research activities.
